Stage 1

* Test drive vehicle to ensure all driver
assists are correctly working and to
gauge effectiveness. Park on a flat level
surface.

¢ Apply parking brake and lift bonnet.

¢ Unwrap ECB Protection bar and
disconnect mounts. Discard bolts.

Stage 2

* Remove (4) four phillips head screws
from top of grille between headlights.

Stage 3

¢ Gently pull bottom of centre grill and
remove

* Remove headlight washer covers, gently
pull cover forward and spread apart
clips on sides.

¢ Remove (4) four 8mm head bolts from
top of bumper

Stage 4

¢ Remove (2) two phillips head screws,
one from bottom of inner wheel arch and
one inner top of arch. Gently pull cover
strip from bumper.

* Remove (1) one phillips head screw top
of bumper under headlight.

Caution: plastic is easily broken if stressed.

Stage 5

¢ From under bumper outer bumper
remove (2) two phillips head screws
each side and (4) four T27 torx screws

¢ Undo (4) four plastic screws to remove
underbody trim and remove.

* Remove (2) two T27 torx screws from
above cover.

Stage 6

¢ Gently pull inner guard away from
vehicle. Remove phillips head screw
from inside bumper guard join each
side .

¢ Disconnect wiring for sensors and fog
lights passenger side and headlight
wahers on drivers side.

¢ Gently remove bumper from vehicle .

Stage 8

* Remove air scoop in front of cooler from drivers
side. (1) One push plug at front and release clips
from side .

¢ Install steel mounts (supplied) onto crash cans
using (1) one M10 x 35 bolt, spring washer, flat
washer and nut on wire (supplied). In front hole
place (1) one M10x150 bolt, flat washers, spring
washer and nut (supplied).Finger tighten only.

Stage 9
* Measure mounts on protection bar and set distance on steel mounts on vehicle. Tighten all bolts.

* Replace air scoop over cooler.

Stage 10

* Mask area of bumper tobe trimmed
using paper masking tape.

¢ As printer vary, check template for
correct scale. Should scale be out,
check printer settings and reprint, or call
ECB for assistance.

¢ Using template (supplied) mark out area
to be cut. Check measure cut outs with
spacing of steel mounts.

* Turn bumper over, disconnect and
remove two middle parking senors and
any wiring around where slots are to be
cut

e Cut bumper using a jigsaw or similar.

Stage 11

¢ Place split wiring loom tubing over sensor wiring. Refit bumper feeding sensor wiring
through mount cut outs on bumper.

* Replace bumper in reverse of steps 2 to 6

Stage 12

* Mount protection bar to vehicle using
(4) four M10 x 35 bolt, flat washers,
spring washers and nuts (supplied).
Finger tighten only.

* Align protection bar with vehicle.
Tighten all bolts

¢ Connect parking sensors and test for
correct operation.

¢ Install black plugs into bumper where
sensors removed.



Final Checks & Fitting Kit

Ensure Number Plate is Clearly Visable

Note: When fitting/refitting the licence plate to the vehicle, ensure there is
no obstruction to licence plate vision in accordance with local authorities.
If required relocate licence plate to an alternate location.
